Pastor’s Page / March 2018 
 

It is official now!  This dual-congregation-pastor-sharing-experiment is underway 
between the Madison Moravian congregations.  My head is swimming a bit, but it is 
good to finally be doing something instead of just planning to do something. 
 
It is exciting and anxious and a little overwhelming for everyone involved. 
All those things that were routine for our congregations are being reestablished. 
None of our church habits can go unexamined now.  As soon as you need to 
talk about, or teach someone your habit, it becomes conscious and you have to think 
about it.  Or at least it is an opportunity to think about it… 
 
Which is really what Lent is about,  it is an opportunity to look at ourselves in 
relationship to God, again. It is an opportunity to examine our habits and figure out 
which ones are still faithful in practice and intent, and which ones need to change. 
 
As I wrote last month in my Pastor’s Page: 
Lent is about observance and reflection and practice. Lent is a slow spiritual path. Every 
time we do anything different from our normal routine that is purposeful and prayerful, it is 
a good thing. Only when we slow down, can we even begin to look at what has been — how 
we have been — and what may need to change. Only when we slow down can we reflect on 
where we have been since our last Lenten season, and see where we are right now. And 
perhaps get a glimpse of where we are headed. Lent is about observance and reflection and 
practice. 
 
This week I was relieved to hear a noted, theologian/preacher say on a podcast that 
they were still looking for their Lenten discipline for this year. 
It isn’t too late.  Lent is about observance and reflection and practice, NOT guilt and 
shame and regret.   
 
We still have a whole month!  Take stock.  Take a look at yourself and where you 
are. 
Think and pray about where God is leading you.  Then do something.  And if you 
think that there is nothing left for you to do, or you can’t possibly do something 
new….think and pray again.  (And sometimes praying means listening and not 
always speaking.) 
 
New life is on its way.  And even though it falls on April 1st, this year, it is no joke.

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LAKEVIEW MORAVIAN COMMUNITY CHURCH – CHURCH COUNCIL 

January 21, 2018 

 
Immediately after the Sunday worship service, members of Lakeview met for Church Council. A quorum of 30 communicant 

members was determined to be present. Pastor Staci called the meeting called to order. The minutes from the 2017 Church Council 

meeting were reviewed. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Don Krugman and seconded by Linda Shaw, and approved by 

a voice vote, with no dissenting votes cast. After asking for any additions or changes, the only change being the consideration of 

Alison Loppnow as an alternate delegate to Synod, a motion to accept the agenda as written was made by Linda Shaw and seconded 

by Pat Olson. The motion was approved by a voice vote, with no dissenting votes cast. It was noted that since all of the Board 

members have terms that continue into 2018, no Board member election was needed. 

 

The Treasurer’s and Financial Secretary’s reports were briefly presented. The payment that Lakeview made to fully pay our 

obligations to the District and Province for 2017 was discussed. The role that our hockey concession revenues and the generous 

matching grant was mentioned, as they generated substantial revenue and many people have worked hard to make this possible. 

Thanks were offered to Jim Blair and Dave Loppnow for their work as Treasurer and Financial Secretary. A motion was offered to 

accept the reports by Ellen Schuster and seconded by David Olson. The motion was approved by a voice vote, with no dissenting 

votes cast.  

 

After initial discussion of the proposed budget for 2018, it was decided that the pastoral call should first be considered. A 

motion to so change the agenda was made by Linda Shaw and seconded by Judy Bates. The motion was approved by a voice vote, 

with no dissenting votes cast. 

 

The proposed change to a half-time call for Pastor is budget driven, due to the decline in donations in the latter portion of 

2017. Two options have been discussed for the Pastor to lead Sunday worship, with Staci preaching at both Lakeview and Glenwood 

on each Sunday, or Staci preaching half of the Sundays at each congregation. Because of the difficulty in one person leading two 

worship services each Sunday, the approach that will be used is for Staci to preach half of the Sundays at each church. The time of 

worship for Easter and Christmas services would adjusted as needed for Staci to be able to lead worship at each congregation. 

Questions were raised about covering Sundays, and it was indicated that a worship committee may discuss programming and work 

with Staci to plan services. The budget includes additional funding for supply pastors and the two congregations will continue to 

maintain separate books. Staci would have an appointment at Glenwood for three months, which then would become a half-time call if 

the proposal goes forward. The point was made that we will need to maintain our giving, but that this proposal would preserve our 

location and allow us to continue our community ministries. A question was offered about an ongoing review of our membership rolls, 

which has been done recently. 

 

Pastor Staci then called upon the Board members present, who represented a quorum of the Board, to approve the part-time 

budget, which they did on a unanimous vote. The Church Council then considered both the full-time and part-time budgets together. 

As motion was made to approve the budgets by Linda Shaw and seconded by Evelyn Krugman, with a correction to the FICA amount. 

The motion was approved by a voice vote, with no dissenting votes cast. A copy of the part-time budget, adjusted to reflect the actual 

start date of February 12, is attached. 

 

 A motion to approve Ellen Schuster as the Synod delegate and Alison Loppnow as the alternate was made by Don Krugman 

and seconded by Joan Manthe. The motion was approved by a voice vote, with no dissenting votes cast. 

 

The written reports were next considered. A motion was offered to accept the reports by Judy Bates and seconded by Ellen 

Schuster. The motion was approved by a voice vote, with no dissenting votes cast.  

 

A question was asked about the school lunch program and people using the building. In response, it was indicated that many 

efforts are being made at coordination and communication for the building users. 

 

Thanks were offered to Don Gumz for his many years of exemplary service at Lakeview, and to all of the volunteers who 

work so hard to keep our doors open. 

 

A motion to adjourn was made by Don Krugman and seconded by David Olson, and approved by a voice vote with no 

dissenting votes cast.

From the Ecumenical Officer         March 2018  
 

 

I recently read Dog-Team Doctor, a biography of Joseph Romig, a Moravian missionary doctor 

in Alaska from 1896 to 1903 and then a leader in Alaskan healthcare for some decades. (It was a 

little embarrassing to read stories of how my grandfather, who served in Alaska 1898-1906, had 

difficulty, at least in his early years, living in the rugged Alaskan climate.)  

 

The Moravian Church today has almost forgotten the work that some  strong characters did in 

our mission fields in Alaska and Central America—persons like Joseph Romig, David and 

Margaret Thaeler and Sam and Grace Marx in medicine in Nicaragua and Honduras, Elizabeth 

Marx in education in Nicaragua, to name a few. They often provided services that nobody else 

was providing. 

 

These leaders were generally ecumenical in relation to other Christians. They were more 

sensitive and thoughtful in relation to the cultures in which they served than caricatures of 

missionary work often indicate. (For instance, Romig knew that American eating habits made 

Alaskans less healthy.) They were strong-willed persons who were not always liked by 

everyone. And they were well known and appreciated outside the Moravian Church.  

 

Our Board of World Mission, in addition to ongoing global mission efforts, has discovered new 

mission areas, such as Peru and Cuba. But the Moravian Church also now sees mission fields 

that are closer geographically. We have some adventurous Moravian ministries going on among 

suburbanites in Edmonton, among senior citizens in Lancaster, among established and recent 

immigrants in Bethlehem, among poorer residents in Milwaukee, among the homeless and near-

homeless in Winston-Salem—and no doubt in other places that are not quite as visible or as 

well publicized.  

 

These ministries and their leadership in some ways display the characteristics of some earlier 

mission work: an ecumenical spirit, sensitivity to the cultures in which they serve, being visible 

beyond the Moravian Church, and a willingness to risk and face adversity in their service of 

Jesus.  

 

Jesus, the world is so full of needs. We thank you for bold spirits who serve you in unfamiliar 

places and in varied ways. Help us to support them and, when we can, to join them. Amen.
