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A New Worship Schedule Starts Sunday, September 8th
On July 10th, the Lakeview Unified Board and the Glenwood Joint Board met again to finalize a decision about our
Sunday morning worship schedule/format.
After talking with members in each congregation following the meeting of the boards in March, and having more
discussion with church musicians to see if a new model really would be possible in each congregation, the boards came
to a consensus. Thedecisiorwasmadeto givethe modelwherethe pastortravelsbetweenthe two churchesach
Sundaymorningatry for oneyear. Thismeansthat | wouldleadworshipat onechurch thenleaveandgoto the other
congregaion to leadworshipthere eachSundaymorning.

Since both Lakeview and Glenwood currently have worship at 10am on Sundays, the worship time at both churches will
have to change to accommodate this model. Worship is scheduled for an hour, and it takes between 20-30 minutes to
travel across town. The boards decided that we will have 9am and 11am worship services on Sunday morning, in order
to do that most effectively.

When we had discussions after the March meeting of the boards, there was considerable feedback from folks about the
advantages (and disadvantages) of one time or another, depending on time of year, etc. One board member had
attended a congregation that was in this situation and the two churches switchedworshiptimeseveryfour months. This
gave each church some early services during the year and some later services. The four month rotation (rather than six
months or a year) allows for each church to experience the early/late service times during different times of year, so
that one church doesn’t always get the 9am in the summer and the 11am in the winter. Rotating every four months
shares the advantages of each worship time with both churches.

September will give us a four-month period to finish out the calendar year, and would start us on a rotation cycle that
would shift with the new year.

We will worshipat Lakeviewat 11am,from Septembei8th until December29th.

The first Sunday of January, we will switch to 9am worship and meet at that time until the last Sunday in April.
Fellowship time will be at 10am, and will remain at that time with either rotation. So you will always be able to come at
10am and have fellowship, it will be beforeworship this Fall and after worship in the winter.

It seems that we cannot know if it will work better, or worse, than the current model unless we give it a try. There are
pros and cons of each model, but the hope is that this will provide a bit more consistency in worship, and allow
congregation members to participate in worship without having to preach which many are less comfortable doing.

There are going to be questions and doubts and even some fears. These questions and doubts are normal. The board is
asking you to give this a chance, and we are also asking you to tell us what you like/dislike about it once you have tried
it. We need your feedback! We are trying this, but it may not work well. On the other hand, we may like it and it may
work better.

Change is hard work and it is a long process. We are in it together as a community of faith. And we have faith in the one
who never leaves or abandons us, Jesus the Christ.

From the Ecumenical Officer September 2019

Robina Winbush, longtime ecumenical officer of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), died suddenly this spring.
(She headed the Presbyterian delegation in the dialog that led to the 2010 full comronerant

partnership between the Presbyterian Church and the Moravian Northern and Southern Provinces.) To
celebrate her witness, her denomination called together ecumenical partners for three days in May at its
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is her report.

We live in troubled times. Racism, religious violence, xenophobia, economic inequality, mass migration, and
climate change threaten the global order. Civility and diplomacy have all but disappeared in the halls of power.
The leaders of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) believe their church, along with their partners in the
ecumenical movement, has a responsibility to confront this moral crisis in our nation, but too often we are
distracted by our own internal challenges and neglect our calling to bear witness to Christ’s love and justice in
the public arena.

Robina challenged the ecumenical movement to look beyond itself—to live as if God’s promises for a just
and equitable world could be achieved. The ecumenical partners grappled with questions that we thought
Robina would be asking:

1 What impact is the church making in addressing the moral and ethical issues of the day?

1  What impact should the church be making?

' What is our calling and commitment as the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) to be relevant; to join with Christ
in the transformation of the world in today’s context?

Revelation 22:1-5 was used as a lens for addressing these questions and thinking about the possibilities for
strengthening our collative witness as we move forward.

The conversations concluded on Saturday with the Rev. Dr. J. Herbert Nelson Il, who holds a Presbyterian
position comparable to president of the Provincial Elders’ Conference, encouraging the ecumenical partners to
continue the conversations and to see ourselves not as institutional agents, but as agents of the living God
who have everything in front of us right now to do what needs to be done—and the willingness, if need be, to
be a committee of one to do what God has called us to do.

How might the Moravian Church respond to the questions that were raised at the Ecumenical Gathering

and join with Christ in the transformation of the world in today’s context?

9 Continue to be an active participant in the ecumenical movement on the provincial level—and all levels.
Denominational differences can complement each other.

 Communicate the importance and value of the ecumenical movement to people in the pews.

i Call out injustices that are going on in our country today.

9 Be arevolving door for all. Welcome with open arms those of different color, ethnic, socioeconomic, and
sexual orientation.

9 Continue to work toward building God’s kin-dom, a more horizontal structure of power in which everyone
is a beloved child of God, and where people who are part of the kin-dom use their resources and privilege
to advocate for others who are less privileged.
